» Background : On November 2, 1992 seven countries joined the Office of
the Executive Director at the WBG representing Switzerland, and formed an 8-
member constituency: Azerbaijan, Kyrgyzstan, Poland, Serbia, Switzerland,
Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan. Kazakhstan joined the constituency on
November 1, 2010.

This is why we would like to thank KG for the excellent cooperation.
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Furthermore, CH congratulates KG for all the progress it has made in the
fight against money laundering, terrorist financing and other threats against the
integrity of the international financial system.

Trade:

According to our official data, in 2015, total trade with the Kyrgyz Republic
amounted to CHF 438 million, including exports of the Swiss Confederation of
CHF 17 million and imports from the Kyrgyz Republic of CHF 421 million.

Swiss exports are mainly pharmaceutical products (75%), paper (7%),
machines (7%) and watches (3%).

On the import side, precious metals (gold) count for nearly 100%.

Because of the gold exports, Switzerland belongs to the main trading
partners of Kyrgyzstan.

These figures make clear that there is still a potential for further
development of our economic relations. Switzerland remains committed to further
developing the trade relations.

Both economies are in many ways complementary: Kyrgyzstan is exporting
the goods Switzerland does not produce and vice-versa. This complementarity is a
good basis for the further expansion of our trade.

Nevertheless, there is a great potential for further development of our
economic relations regarding trade and investment.

According to the National statistic committee of the Kyrgyz Republic, in
2015, the trade turnover of the Kyrgyz Republic with the Swiss Confederation
amounted to 580.4 million USD and decreased by 2.5 % in comparison with the
previous year. Bilateral trade includes exports — USD 562.1 million (decreased by
2.3%) and imports — USD 18.3 million (7.2% decrease).

Investments:

Swiss investments in Kyrgyzstan are very low: less then 6 million CHF at
year end 2014 (confidential figure from the Swiss National Bank).

According to the IMF, Switzerland was with USD 58 million, the 12
foreign direct investor in the Kyrgyz Republic as of end-2014.
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Like for bilateral trade there is a potential for development.

However, Kyrgyzstan is in competition with many other countries, in
particular the emerging ones, to attract FDI. It is therefore important to offer
attractive conditions and opportunities.

Main conditions to attract investors are political stability and a legal
framework providing predictability and security for investments.

Adequate protection and enforcement of intellectual property rights is
another important condition (watches and pharma).

Kyrgyzstan is open to foreign direct investment and the Government
publically recognizes that foreign direct investment (FDI) is an important
component for economic growth.

Legal Framework:

» Agreement on Trade and economic cooperation; Promotion and
Protection of investments and on avoiding Double Taxation.

» KG was the first country in CA to sign a MoU on bilateral cooperation of

the Ministries of Finance.

Constitutional prospects in Finland

Finland was between 1809 and 1917 an autonomous Grand Duchy in the
Russian Empire. That period was not without paradoxes.

Upon independence, Finland enacted first own mixed Constitution 1919:
power structure with the ruler at the apex (Swedish Constitution 1772) and the first
modern Parliament (established 1906).

The Constitution 2000 is an internationally modern constitution of a
democratic and parliamentary welfare state,

+ contains basic provisions on the exercise of legislative, executive and
judicial powers, lays down certain economic, social, and cultural rights.

 parliamentary aspect of presidential decision-making has been reinforced:
1) the decisions of the President must be based on the Government’s proposal and
2) difficult for the President to diverge from that proposal.

» submission of proposals for new legislation, state budgets or international

agreements to the Parliament were decisions firs made by the President in plenary
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sessions of the Government. Since 2012 the submission of bills no more belongs to
the President.

» The Government exercises general authority in the state administration.

+ Judicial power is exercised by independent courts, the Supreme Court and
the Supreme Administrative Court as the highest instances. Judges are hominated
by the President of the Republic.

» The courts must give primacy to the provision in the Constitution if the
application of a regular Act would be in evident conflict with the Constitution.

Fight against Corruption

Transparency International (TT) defines corruption as “the abuse of entrusted
power for private gain”. TI has a wide range of corruption index tools regarding
levels of corruption. The World Bank's Country Policy and Institutional
Assessments (CPIA) also examine policies and institutions. CPIAs look at 16

distinct areas grouped into four clusters.

* UN Convention Against Corruption (UNCAC), adopted in 2003 and
ratified by 178 parties including Finland, does not define corruption as such.
* UNCAC is unique not only in its worldwide coverage but also in the

extent of its provisions of both preventive and punitive measures.
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» The Finnish experience shows that transparency in the exercise of public
power is critical. In a long term perspective, the best suggestion is to enact a law
on the publicity of official documents.

Freedom of Speech and Information

» Freedom of speech usually refers to the right of every person to not only
express but also to receive information without interference.

» The Press Act in Sweden-Finland 1766 was the world's first Freedom of
Information Act.

» The present 2000 constitutional provisions in Finland secure "everybody's
right to receive information, opinions and other forms of communication without
any prior hindrance".

» Freedom of speech is not tied to any particular form of communication.
The provisions have been interpreted taking into account technological
developments and have been extended to new forms of communication

» The regulations on the publicity of official documents have been amended
by the 1999 law on the publicity of official processes.

» How can the balance between freedom, responsibility and surveillance be
found in the changing environment? Freedom of speech is always linked with
duties and responsibilities; it will not function in a vacuum.

How to Ensure Good Administration and Justice

» There are two competing approaches to good governance: 1) tradition of
democratic governance, that serves democracy and equality, 2) efficient
governance, more based on neo-liberal economic policy.

» Behind administrative procedures there are often general principles, such
as: equality, purposefulness, objectivity, relativity, and the principle of the
protection of trust. This refers to the legitimacy of action.

» Achieving a general administrative law and at the same time emphasising
the service principle and the duty of guidance is an important goal.

» The systems of Administrative Justice and the right to question the actions

taken by public power can be categorised: 1) countries where administrative legal
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disputes belong to general courts, 2) countries - and this includes most European
countries - where there are separate administrative courts.

» Countries like Finland benefit from the fact that an appeal can be made
directly on the decision of the administrative authority. Similarly, leadership over
the process is more active in the administrative court because the court has the duty
to acquire further information.

» The activity of administrative courts is not about having “an overcoat of
administration and supervision”, but of securing legal protection and justice in
individual matters. The administrative courts of Finland are currently subject to the
Administrative Judicial Procedure Act of 1996 (amended 1999 and 2003).

Rule of Law and Sustainable Development

The corners of the Rule of Law house need interlocking support structures,
that highlight the importance of social capital. Social trust is considered both an
important condition for economic growth as well as a stabiliser of liberal
democracy. It is important to analyse the essence of social capital and its

promotion from the perspective of civil society.

Development of the Rule of Law

We can combine rule of law development with many facets: 1)
accountability to the law, 2) access to information, 3) independent judiciary, 4)
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effective judicial system, 5) respect for fundamental
implementation of laws, 7) access to justice and 8) absence of corruption.

When drawing up recommendations in the field of rule of law development,

one could point to the need of multiple action of:

 creating active rule of law strategies,

« strengthening the regulatory policy,

* increasing NGO participation also in the public sector programmes,

« improving current registration systems,

 supporting informal justice alongside the formal exercise of justice,

* increasing the usage of service principles in the administration,

« strengthening the independence of judges,

 reforming judicial proceedings and judicial aid,

« eradicating corruption,

* increasing the level of education, and

 developing the monitoring of the implementation of human rights.

China now plays an increasingly prominent role in both the world economy
and world politics.

Within 40 years (1978-2018) China demonstrated great progress in its
economic development and beyond. The phenomenon of “China’s miracle”, that
we often hear of, can be traced back to the era of Deng Xiaoping and more
precisely to the year of 1978. It was the year when China launched massive
economic reforms known after the name “reform and opening-up policy”. That
was the time when China started to implement great changes in its economic
policy and foreign policy as well. China started to build a market economy
gradually replacing Command and Administration system and opening its
economy to the outside world. China also took measures to incorporate itself into
the existing international system, to enhance its cooperation with international
organizations and to deploy multilateral diplomacy. The objectives of China’
modernization were to enhance Chinese people’s well-being and to reach high
macroeconomic indicators - first and foremost, high gross domestic product.

Now, after 40 years of economic reforms, we can conclude that China
succeeded in its economic modernization. The rise in China’s economic power is
visible in three ways: we can compare China’s economic power in late 1970s and
now, we can also compare China’s economic power with economic power of the
leading developed countries, and we canalso compare China’s economic power
with economic power of the developing or emerging countries.

Since opening up to foreign trade and investment and implementing free-
market reforms in 1979, China has been among the world’s fastest-growing
economies, with annual GDP growth averaging 9.5% through 2017.The World
Bank described such a pace as “the fastest sustained expansion by a major
economy in history.” China’s GDP growth is very impressive by current global
standards. To understand how fast Chinese economy has been developing let’s
remember what are the GDP growth in such developed economies like the US,

Germany, France, United Kingdom, Japan. The most amazing thing is not that
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China demonstrated high GDP growth in any particular year, it is that Chinese
economy’s growth was sustainable for 40 years.

Such fast economic growth has enabled China to improve Chinese people’s
well-being. It helped raise an estimated 800 million people out of poverty. Poverty
level: 1981 — 84%, 2015 — 5.7%. GDP per capita has increased from $156.4 to
$8583 (China move up from the 175th to the 72nd position in the world rating).

Fast economic growth has also enabled China to rich high macroeconomic
indicators and to transfer from a poor agrarian country to a major economic power
in the world.

e GDP increased from $150 billion to $11.9 trillion in 1978-2017 ;

e Chinese share in world GDP rose from 1.8% to 14.8%. China’s share of
global GDP on a PPP basis rose from 2.3% in 1980 to an estimated 18.3% in 2017

o foreign exchange reserves increased from $4,4 billion to $3,4 billion;

e Trade turnover rose from $20.6 billion(less than 1% of world trade, 32nd
position) to $3963 billion (over 12% of world trade, 1% position in the world);

e The structure of China’s trade changed significantly, China’s export and
import markets diversified;

e China’s outward FDI and development aid to developing countries
increased.

To see how much China has changed, we can also compare China’s
economic power with economic power of the developed countries:

e in 1978 the US’s GDP was 15,8 times bigger than China’s. China’s GDP
in 2017 was about 62% of the size of the U.S. economy.

e China’s share of global GDP reached 14.8% in 2015, the US’s - 24.3%.

e China’s share of global GDP on a PPP (purchasing power parity) basis
reached 18.3% in 2017, the US’s - 15.3%. Since 2014 - the world’s largest
economy on a purchasing power parity basis.

o the largest holder of foreign exchange reserves.

e the world’s largest trade country and exporter.
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e No.1 trading partner for over 130 countries .

Although China was a latecomer in joining various forms of economic
integration — it was as late as in 2003, when China first used preferential treatment
agreements as an instrument of its trade policy - China progressed in this direction
very fast. Now China has free trade agreements (FTASs) with 24 partners, including
with the 10 countries that make up the Association of Southeast Asian Nations
(ASEAN), Georgia, Maldives, Australia, South Korea, Switzerland, Iceland, Costa
Rica, Peru, New Zealand, Chile, Pakistan, Hong Kong, Macau. China also has an
“economic cooperation framework agreement” with Taiwan, an equivalent to FTA.

In comparison, in 2017 the US had FTAs with 20 countries.

China is currently in the process of negotiating FTAs with 5 countries and is
also considering FTA negotiations with another 9 countries.

None of these countries are from Central Asia, by the way.
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It is also important to stress that now China pushes hardly to establish large
free trade blocs. In December 2012, China joined with the 10 members of ASEAN,
Japan, South Korea, India, Australia, and New Zealand to begin negotiations
toward a Regional Comprehensive Economic Partnership (RCEP), which, if
concluded, could constitute the world’s largest free trade zone. In November 2014,
during the Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation (APEC) summit, China called for
renewed efforts to achieve a Free Trade Area of the Asia-Pacific (FTAAP)
agreement, an idea that was first proposed by the United States over a decade ago.
China is trying to lead and head the economic integration processes that are
booming now in the Asia-Pacific region.

Yet, it is needless to say that China is not the only country that has
demonstrated rapid economic development and eye-catching economic
achievements. There are quite a number of such countries that are named
“emerging economies’.

China’s economic power vis-a-vis economic power of the developing or
emerging countries (half of G20,BRICS,MINT, TICK):

e China’s GDP almost 9 times larger than Russia’s, 5 times larger than
India’s, and 6 times larger than India’s (2016).

e During the 15-year period of BRIC existence a gap in GDP between
China and other BRIC countries more widened: in 2001 China’s GDP was little
larger than that of other BRIC countries taken together ($1.34 trillion against $1.48
trillion), by 2016 China’s GDP surpassed the aggregate GDP of the remaining
BRICS countries by 2.3 times.

e GDP of India — the largest developing economy after China -6 times or
$8.9 trillion (equivalent to Japan and Germany’s GDP combined).

Summarizing China’s achievements we can identify the following:

® China has become the world’s largest economy on a purchasing power
parity basis, largest manufacturer, largest merchandise trader, and largest holder of

foreign exchange reserves.
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e China has become a both a major recipient of global FDI as well as a
major provider of FDI outflows.

e China has made a rise from a poor developing country to a major
economic power.

e China has been the largest contributor to world growth since the global
financial crisis of 2008.

Yet, it should be noted that this would not be the first time in history that
China was the world’s largest economy and a world leader economically. Chinese
official thinking is that technologically and economically, China was a world
leader from 500 to 1500 although without a global reach. According to one study,
China was the world’s largest economy in 1820, accounting for an estimated one
third of global GDP. So strictly speaking, we shouldn’t call China emerging
economy, rather we should call it re-emerging economy. And other thing we need
to stress is that in the 19" century although China was the largest economy, it
didn’t have a global outreach.

China’s increased economic might has allowed China to become a large
investor and a provider of development aid. The buildup of Beijing’s investments
across the world - known as a “going out” strategy — has intensified significantly
since 2004 and 2005 when China’s banks accumulated sufficient financial
resources. The rise of aid China has been giving to developing countries also dates
back to the years of 2004-2005. According to some estimates, China is now one of
the world’s biggest aid donors. Two Chinese state controlled banks lend more to
developing countries than the World Bank.

In 2013 China has proposed an initiative “Belt and Road”. And this initiative
Is not only about transport infrastructure, as some people consider, it is more about
Chinese massive investments all over the globe. It is a strategy to put China at the
center of the global economy through new infrastructure, trade deals and other

connections.
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What are the sources of China’s miracle? Why China succeeded in economic
modernization while some other countries that also undertook massive economic
reforms have failed or were less successful?

e Attracted massive foreign investment (specifically from Huagiao).

e Attracted Official Development aid (specifically from MDB’s, Japan).

e Competitive advantages of Chinese economy.

e |ntegration into the existing international system, especially joining the
WTO.

A very important factor of China’s success was its decision made in late
1970s to integrate itself into the existing international system.

In 1980, China regained its seat in the most influential international
economic and financial organizations such as the World Bank, the IMF, and also
formally joined the ADB (Asian Development Bank) in 1986. Engagement in
MDBs has opened a window of opportunity for China to receive extensive
financial and technical assistance which were fundamentally important for the
preliminary stage of economic development. Apart from economic organizations,
China also began to show its interest in organizations concerning peace keeping,
disarmament and arms control.

In 2003, the number of influential international governmental organizations
(IGOs) that China joined was 41, accounting for 91.11% of that of the US.

And finally in 2001 China has become a member of the World Trade
Organization thus fully incorporated into the existing international system.

By 2008 when the world economic crisis erupted, China has already
accumulated a substantial economic power. However, despite China’s increased
economic power and growing input into the world economy, the role China played
in the international system and global economic governance was still far lower
than that assumed and monopolized by the developed countries. All of the leading
institutions that the existing international economic system is based on are
controlled and dominated by the developed countries. For example, the largest

shareholders having largest voting power in both the IMF and World Bank were 5
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Western developed countries. Only Western representatives have occupied top
level positions in the IMF, World Bank and WTO. There is some kind of a
tradition dating back 1940s that only the American representatives are appointed as
the heads of the World Bank, and European candidates are appointed as the heads
of the IMF.

China is not a member of G7 or OECD.

Other instruments that allow Western countries to control the existing
international system are: the predominance in the international system of dollar in
international payments, SWIFT system in banking operations, Visa and
MasterCard, Standard & Poors, Moody’s, Fitch as leading rating companies.

The 2008 world economic crisis came as a turning point which brought
about some changes in the international economic system. The crises:

® revealed the achievements of China’s economy and its increased input in
the world economy;

e brought to light the weaknesses of the existing global economic
governance system, and the shortcomings of macroecomic management of the
developed countries;

e pushed the developed countries to accept the necessity of reforming the
system of global economic governance in a way to give developing countries and
notably China more space in global governance;

e made China to apprehend its high economic power and capability to
influence the international system, made China to reassessment of its role in the
international system.

China has caught these unique historical chances that the world economic
crises provided to evaluate its role in global economic governance:

e Became a member of the G20.

e Enhanced its role in the IMF and the World Bank — China managed to
increase its quotas and voting shares in both institutions and became a 3" largest

shareholder. Before China occupied only the 6" position.
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¢ |nitiated and built support for the establishment of a new MDB — the
China-led AIIB. This is a large financial institution both in scale and capital. It
currently has 80 members, including developed economies like Germany, United
Kingdom, France, Italy, Korea, Australia and New Zealand. And its initial total
capital accounts for $100 billion.

Now China plays a dual and somewhat contradictory roles in the economic
international system. On the one hand it acts as a strong supporter of the existing
system. China has already begun to assert itself as a major advocate of the current
global trading system and free trade. Especially it is evident on a contrast to what
the US under President Trump has been doing — Trump terminated U.S.
participation in the TPP, initiated the revision of the existing free trade treaties,
including NAFTA, withdrew the US from Paris climate treaty, Iran nuclear treaty,
UNESCO, the United Nations Human Rights Council. The US strongly criticizes
the UN, the WTO - the institutions that are the base for the existing international
system. China, in a contrast, strongly supports these institutions.

At the same time it acts as a revisionist power in a sense it wants a larger
place and a bigger say for itself and other emerging economies. China is not
against principles that lay as a basis for international system, but it is against
current power distribution. China acts as a revisionist country or it’s better to call it
reformist country when it:

e enforces new trade and economic rules (in a form of Belt and Road
Initiative or RCEP);

e pushes the reform of the leading international financial institutions;

e creates new financial institutions (AlIB, New Development Bank, an
initiative of the creation of the SCO Bank);

e takes efforts to elevate the role of its national currency in the world
monetary system;

China’s role in political processes

China is indispensable for solving almost any global and regional issues.

Major factors which identifies China’s place in the world politics include the

following:
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e The scale of China, its huge population and territory. It’s hard to imaging
for example how the world community can try solve climate change issue without
China’s cooperation.

e A nuclear state.

e A member of the UN Security Council.

e An economically powerful state having a capacity to directly and
indirectly influence other countries.

e A unique relations with “rogue states” and authoritative regimes that
allow China to play a mediator role and make China an important part of the
negotiating processes.

¢ A historical heritage that allows China to claim itself a state that shares a
common destiny with other developing countries. China frequently appeals to
South-South cooperation while dealing with the developing countries. China likes
to position itself in contrast to the Western countries which cares only about its
national interests and don’t pay attention and due respect to developing country’s
needs.

Following the 2008 global financial crises and more intensely after the 5th
generation of Chinese leaders came to power in 2013, Beijing has demonstrated
great changes in its foreign policy and its behavior on the world arena.

Major changes in China’s foreign policy:

e Proactive foreign policy: proposes or promotes new initiatives, concepts,
and ideas, creates global public goods (such as the Asian Infrastructure Investment
Bank, “Belt and Road” Initiative, RCEP, the BRICS’ New Development Bank, the
Community of Common Destiny, new security system in the Asia-Pacific). After
the fifth generation of Chinese leaders came to power, there emerged strong signs
that China was denouncing the basic foreign policy principles formulated by Deng
Xiaoping in late-1980s and early-1990s, the so-called “28-character formula”. In
the last few years Beijing has started to neglect more often its basic foreign policy
basic principle of “taoguangyanghui, yousuozuowei” (keeping a low profile while

trying to accomplish something) and to show its determination to assume
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leadership functions in the world arena, if not to a full extent, at least selectively on
certain regional and global issues.

e China as a strong supporter of economic globalization and economic
liberalization. Against background of Trump’s policy, China positions itself as a
leader in supporting economic globalization .

® China’s promoting the reform of the international economic system.

e Assertiveness in promoting its national interests. “Core interests”.

® An increase in China’s usage of its economic leverage in protecting its
national interests.

® Diversification of China’s national interests (all areas including
cyberspace, space; all regions including Arctic). In this sense we can call China
global power — a country which has national interests everywhere, not just in its
periphery.

e China’s behavior in the UN Security Council: usage of veto power,
participation in peacekeeping operations. - There is a sharp contrast in China’s
usage of veto power in UN SC in past and now. Before, China very rare vetoed.

China’s participation in UN peacekeeping operations also has changed

dramatically. China has significantly expanded its commitments to UN operations.
China has raised its share of membership fees, including peacekeeping fees. China
iIs now dispatching the largest number of peacekeeping personnel among the
Security Council members.

¢ Signs of changes of China’s long-standing foreign policy basic principles
(non-interference, not having alliances, not having military bases). China now has
its 1st foreign military base. It also enjoys a large number of various so-called
support facilities. Some experts called it “A string of pearls” strategy.

e Efforts to promote Chinese values in the world and make them universally
recognized - the Community of Common Destiny.

There are strong signs that China set a course to enhance its great power
responsibility, to increase its leadership potential on the world arena, and to create

China-centered world order.

Abstract: in the article, author analyzes the role of Eurasian Economic Union (EEU) in
transforming the energy markets in Central Asia and the energy aspects of Russo-Chinese
relations in Central Asia. The author provided information on energy portfolios of Central Asian
oil and gas exporting countries, analysis of common energy market within the EEU. Along with
this, the author describes regional energy trade of Central Asian states with China and energy
transit projects that are developed in the region.

Keywords: EEU, energy, market, Central Asian region, geopolitical aspects.

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Central Asian states play an important role in the geoeconomics and
geopolitics in Eurasia. Five countries, constituting the region, differ quite a lot in
every aspect of social, political, and economical life. But one thing remains
unchanged — the region borders with great powers Russia and China. Two other
great powers have leverage over the region — the US and the EU. Two regional
powers permeates, or at least try to permeate, the region — Turkey and Iran. And
finally — the region shares borders with Afghanistan and Pakistan known for
political instability which can spillover to the region.

Three countries out of five in Central Asia possess substantial volumes of
hydrocarbons. Their characteristics are as follows: 1) oil and gas resources are
increasingly prevalent towards the west, resources are mainly concentrated in the
western region of Kazakhstan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan; 2) oil resources are
increasingly prevalent towards the north, while gas resources are increasingly
prevalent towards the south. Kazakhstan in the north has abundant oil reserves, but
is relatively low in gas reserves, while Turkmenistan in the south is rich in gas
reserves, but relatively poor in oil reserves (Hu, 2014).

Kazakhstan’s proven oil reserves were estimated at 30 billion barrels by the
Oil and Gas Journal in January 2012. The country’s main oil reserves are located in
the western part of the country, where five largest onshore oil fields (Tengiz,
Karachaganak, Aktobe, Mangistau, and Uzen) are located. These onshore fields
account for about half of current proven reserves, while the offshore Kashagan and
Kurmangazy oil fields, in Kazakhstan’s sector of the Caspian Sea, are estimated to
contain at least 14 billion barrels, with Kashagan accounting for around 9 billion
barrels.

Kazakhstan currently has one of the world’s larger bases of proved natural
gas reserves. More specifically, Kazakhstan had 1,5 tcm of proved natural gas
reserves as of 2014, giving them the world’s 20th most proved natural gas
reserves. The majority of Kazakhstan’s gas reserves are in crude or condensate-

rich fields. Two largest petroleum liquids fields, Karachaganak and Tengiz, are
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also two largest natural gas fields. In 2013, the Karachaganak and Tengiz fields
combined accounted for more than 90% of Kazakhstan’s raw marketed natural gas
production. Kazakhstan’s natural gas consumption was 5.6 bcm in 2014. While
natural gas does have a role in Kazakhstan’s primary energy consumption, its role
IS minimal when compared to other fossil fuels such as coal and oil. More
specifically, natural gas was only responsible for 9.4% of Kazakhstan’s primary
energy consumption in 2014,

The 2016 British Petroleum (BP) Statistical Review of World Energy
indicated that Turkmenistan, as of the end of 2015, had 100 million tons of proven
oil reserves and 17.5 tcm of gas. According to the same report Turkmenistan, with
a local annual consumption of 34.3 bcm of gas, produced 72.4 bcm of natural gas
in 2015 and exported 27.7, 2.8, and 7.2 bcm to China, Russia and Iran
respectively[6].

In 2011, the British firm Gaffney, Cline, & Associates conducted an audit of
the country’s Galkynysh (formerly South Yoloten) gas field and concluded that it
holds between 13.1 tcm and 21.2 tcm of natural gas, making it the second-largest
natural gas field in the world. Currently, Turkmenistan is able to export a notable
amount of natural gas via pipelines. In 2014, Turkmenistan was the world’s largest
exporter of natural gas to China, which is the sign of the important role they play
in helping supply China’s growing energy demand.

Turkmenistan had proven oil reserves of roughly 600 million barrels in
January 2012 based on estimates by Oil and Gas Journal (OGJ). Most of the
country’s oilfields are situated in the South Caspian Basin and the Garashyzlyk
onshore area in the west of the country.

The current assessment published by Oil & Gas Journal shows proved oil
reserves of Uzbekistan as 594 million barrels, a level unchanged since 1996. Oil
fields discovered so far are located in the southwest of the country (Amu-Darya
Basin) and in the Tadzhik-Fergana Basin in the east. Uzbekistan had 1.1 tcm of
proved natural gas reserves as of 2014 and the country has been able to turn their

reserves into significant production consistently.

As we can observe the biggest and most diversified producer of fossil fuels
Is Kazakhstan, the least diversified producer is Turkmenistan. In per capita
assessment Kazakhstan produced 9,1 toe, Turkmenistan — 14,5 toe and Uzbekistan
1,7 toe per capita in 2015. Considering the GDP volumes of the states, each toe of
produced energy in Kazakhstan related to 2750 US doll. in GDP (PPP), in
Turkmenistan — to 1200 US doll., and in Uzbekistan to 3700 US doll.

From an energy point of view, the EEU comprises 1/5 of the world's natural
gas reserves and more than 50% of world exports; more than 1/5 of coal reserves
and 4.9% of global production; 7.8% of the world's oil reserves, 14.2% of global
production and 18% of world exports; 5.1% of the world's electricity production.
The fuel and energy complex in the EEA add up to 1/5 of the gross domestic
product; more than 1/3 of industrial production. In 2015, 614,4 million tons of oil
was produced in the EEU member states (of which 284,6 million tons were
exported), 679,3 bcm of natural gas of which 168,1 bcm was exported, 481,1
million tons of coal with exports equal to 156,8 million tons. Nevertheless, the

majority of the exported fossil fuels we directed at market out of the Union.
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On May 31, 2016, the heads of the EEA member states approved the concept
for the formation of the common gas market and common markets for oil and
petroleum products of the EEU, according to which, in the framework of common
markets, the energy companies of the Member States will be able to supply gas, oil
and oil products without quantitative restrictions on the basis of market prices. It is
planned that the common markets for gas, oil and petroleum products will begin to
function fully before January 1, 2025. (Sarkisian T.S., 2017)

According to the EEU Commission main obstacles in the process of unifying
oil and gas sectors are:

- restrictions established by bilateral agreements on the supply of oil, oil
products and gas between member states;

- lack of access rules to the services of natural monopoly entities in the
electricity sector, to oil and gas resource transportation systems located in the
territories of member states;

- lack of unified and transparent approaches to the identification of technical
capabilities in the transmission of electricity, oil and oil products transportation
systems, free capacities of gas transmission systems located in the territories of
member states;

- restrictions in providing equal access to the gas transportation system to
gas producers that are not owners of gas transmission systems;

- existence of an exclusive right to export gas in Russia, which restricts the
choice of gas suppliers to buyers from other Member States;

- exports, imports and transit issues, that are removed from the sphere of
regulation by the Treaty on the EEU (lIbid).

Energy trade in Central Asia is ongoing several changes. Volume of energy
trade is given in the Appendix 1. Firstly, the decline in oil price decreased the
profits of oil and gas exporters thus cutting the budgets of the states. Secondly,
Russia remains the most prominent trade partner in Central Asia accounting to

more than 60% of exports to Central Asia except Turkmenistan. Thirdly, given the
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decline in oil prices volumes of Chinese imports of oil and gas from Russia and
Turkmenistan expanded over the years.

A distinguished Chinese scholar Zhao Huasheng defines six strategic
priorities for China’s Central Asia policy. They are as follows: 1) Resistance to acts
of terrorism, separatism and extremism (the so-called concept of striking “The
Three Forces”): i) Maintenance of security in border areas; iii) Promotion of
regional stability; iv) Engagement in the economic development of the region; v)
Non-acceptance of situations leading to a dominant position in the region of states
or military blocks hostile to China; vi) Access to regional energy resources.

As we see the most prominent issue for China is the maintenance of security
in the region. Then comes the issue of the cooperation in the energy sphere. Hu
Bin from the Planning Department of Chinese National Petroleum Corporation
(CNPC) divides the history of Chinese - Central Asian energy cooperation into
four distinct stages. During the first stage (1997 — 2003) only one project was
implemented when CNPC and the Kazakhstan Ministry of Finance signed a stock
purchase agreement and CNPC acquired 60,3% of AktobeMunaiGaz and
purchased licenses for three oilfields. At the second stage (2003-2004) further
agreements were signed and the discussion about constructing the China-
Kazakhstan oil pipeline began. During the third stage (2005 — 2010) CNPC
acquired PK and Mangistau and invested in the Amu Darya Right Bank project in
Turkmenistan. These three projects significantly increased the crude oil output.
The China—Kazakhstan Crude Oil Pipeline Agreement was signed in 2005. In
2007, the Chinese government signed the natural gas pipeline agreement with
Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan and Turkmenistan. Pipeline infrastructure was vigorously
expanded and the strategic importance of Central Asian oil and gas cooperation
was highlighted. The fourth stage, continuing since 2010, witnessed rapid
development of transportation systems and implementation of the Central Asian
strategic Channel planning (Hu Bin, 2014).

One of the backbones of regional cooperation in the energy sphere is the

system of transportation. Central Asian states, being once a part of the USSR, are
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connected to Russian transportation system. Now, being independent states and
conducting multivectoral foreign policy there are examples of the diversification of

the export routes. The biggest projects tie the countries to Chinese pipeline grid.
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Map 1. Chinese oil and gas pipelines in Central Asian countries

Transit projects between China and Central Asia include the China-
Kazakhstan oil pipelines, China-Kazakhstan gas pipelines (the second phase of the
China-Central Asia gas pipelines), and the China-Central Asia gas pipelines.

The 340 kilometer Kazakhstan-China crude pipeline is Kazakhstan's first
pipeline directly connected to China without passing through any third country. It
is connected to the Alashankou-Dushanzi Crude Oil Pipeline on the Chinese side.
The China-Kazakhstan crude pipeline has three phases: the first phase was finished
in 2003 and is connected with the Alashankou-Dushanzi crude pipeline in China.
The China-Kazakhstan gas pipeline is built by CNPC, with a length of 1475
kilometers in total. Its capacity reaches 20 min. tonnes per year and is operated by
CNPC and KazMunayGaz.

The China-Central Asia Gas Pipeline is the most important line for
importing energy to China and falls into four sub-pipelines: lines A, B, C and D.
The project starts in Turkmenistan, goes through Uzbekistan and Kazakhstan, and
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connects with the second phase of China’s West-to-East Pipeline project in
Xinjiang. Lines A and B were inaugurated in 2009 and 2010. They were installed
in parallel, with a length of 1,833 kilometers from Samandepe, Turkmenistan to
the Chinese border at Khorgos. Line C was completed at the end of 2013 and was
inaugurated in May 2014. It was constructed along the same route as lines A and
B, with a total length of 1,830 km. The designed capacity will reach 30 bcm
annually. The construction of Line D started in December 2014. Line D follows a
different route compared to lines A, B and C. It will pump gas from fields in
eastern Turkmenistan through Uzbekistan, Tajikistan and Kyrgyzstan to the
Chinese border. In total the China — Central Asia Pipeline will deliver around 85
bcm of gas annually.

Line D of China-Central Asia Gas Pipeline also has a political impact on the
Central Asian region. With the idea of constructing gas pipeline through
Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan China affects the power balance in the energy sphere of
the region. Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan have a leverage over three leading countries
of the region on the issue of water sources. Especially the issue gets to the burning
point in relations between Tajikistan and Uzbekistan from time to time. Interfering
into the regions overall energy issues and connecting all the states into one energy
project China begins to play important role and thus can outplay Russia.

One regional transit project is worth mentioning as its implications will
transform the interregional trade in natural gas. Also it is going to provide further
economic base for integration within the framework of the Shanghai Cooperation
Organization. Turkmenistan-Afghanistan-Pakistan-India Pipeline (TAPI) initiative
dates back to the late 1990th. At that time the US Administration favored the
project but since 9/11 and war in Afghanistan the project was stalled.

New momentum for the project came in the late 2000th — and early 2010th.
In April 2008, India, Pakistan and Afghanistan signed an agreement to buy natural
gas from Turkmenistan and on December 11, 2010 an intergovernmental
agreement on the construction of the pipeline was signed. The construction of the

Turkmen section began in 2015 and of the Afghan one in February this year.
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The TAPI Pipeline will link four countries supplying first and foremost
energy-thirsty Indian markets from Galkynysh gas field in Turkmenistan. Also it is
going to revive Afghani economy which suffers from lack of money and
unemployment due to the political instability. The project will cost $ 22 billion. Its
planned capacity reaches 33 bcma. It is said that first supplies will commence in
2019 but in the region with such levels of tension and Taliban being a part of the
agreement any delays can be expected.

TAPI project attracts attention with the companies that take part in its
realization. Though it was an American initiative in the beginning now we observe
new actors engaging in it. Few weeks ago Russian companies that belong to
billionaire L. Mikhelson were announced to construct Afghani section of the
project. Also the project is funded by Asian Development Bank located in China
and several European credit agencies are engaged in talks to support the project.

To conclude we observe that Central Asia is a region where several global
powers meet and engage in energy cooperation that anytime can lead to the rise of
confrontation between the actors. Russia owes its presence in the region to the
history when Central Asian and Russia were all parts of highly integrated USSR
and now leads the integration project within EEU. Central Asian states conduct
multivectoral foreign policy and though Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan are member
states of the EEU they still develop relations with China and other states as well.
China began to engage in regional issues after the collapse of the USSR. Number
one burning issue was to hinder separatism and extremism in Western China.
Second priority was the development of mutually beneficial cooperation in energy
sphere which, as we can see, can be assessed as quite successful.

In order to apply Regional Security Complexes Theory we need to sort out
what its main variables are and how it works. This theory was introduced by two
distinguished IR scholars Barry Buzan and Ole Waever. It is a theory developed in
constructivist paradigm and aims to establish a benchmark against which to
identify and assess changes at the regional level of world politics. There are four

distinct variables in the RSC and regions are recognized based on those:
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1. boundary, which differentiates the RSC from its neighbors;

2. anarchic structure, which means that the RSC must be composed of two or
more autonomous units;

3. polarity, which covers the distribution of power among the units;

4. social construction, which covers the patterns of amity and enmity among
the units.

Also the theory of RSC specifies four levels of analysis and calls it security
constellation. In other words the authors calls for analyzing four levels of security,
viz. domestic (intrastate analysis), state-to-state (intraregional analysis), region-
neighbors (analysis of regional state interaction with neighboring states), and
global (analysis of global powers engagement in the region).

The authors specify several types of regional security complexes which are
listed below in the table (derived from Barry Buzan, Ole Waever. Region sand

Abstract: This article gives a brief description of the current situation of integration
processes in the region based on an analysis of the history of the development and formation of
independent states in Central Asia. Existing difficulties in the way of integration are most clearly
noted: namely, such inhibiting factors as the preserved sense of centralism, various development
models of Central Asian states, which complicates understanding each other in the political
arena. For Kyrgyzstan, the most difficult direction in foreign policy priorities was building
relations with former neighbors in the Soviet Union. It concerns the definition of state borders,
the problem of water resources and water supply, energy supply, migration processes and the
exchange of natural resources. For the transition of integration processes to a qualitatively new
level, a joint political will of the leaders of the participating States is necessary, which implies
democratic and economic reforms in the region.

Abstract: This article discusses migration processes as a tool for re-deemployment of
human recourses and as a sphere specifying to a large extend the tendencies of development of
interstate relations. The author analyzes the main stages of development of migration processes
in Kyrgyzstan, as well as their impact on financial flows
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Migration is the area that involves extra broad segments of the population,
absolutely all the professions, great number of government organizations, private
and non-governmental sectors and international organizations. Migration processes
serve as an instrument for re-deemployment of human recourses and as a sphere
specifying to a large extend the tendencies of development of interstate relations.

Currently, more than one million of our fellow citizens — 20% or every fifth
citizen, have changed their place of residence either as foreign migrants or as
internal migrants. In this respect, the economically active population of Kyrgyzstan
includes only 2 million 468 thous persons. The scale of migration for such small
country as Kyrgyzstan more significant and require extensive scientific analysis.

International remittance flows by migrants play great role in performance of
foreign trade transactions. They can influence upon poverty and inequality of
incomes (Portes, 2009), human capital (Bansak and Chezum, 2009; Kroeger and
Anderson, 2011), customer behavior of households (Adams, 2010; Clement, 2011
u apyrue), as well as Ivel of inflation and exchange rate (Saadi-Sedik and Petri,
2006; Bayangos and Jansen, 2009; Ball et al., 2013), investments (Adams, 1998),
consumption(Pushpangadan, 2003; Chami et al., 2008) and general economic
development (Nishat and Bilgrami, 1991; Kireyev, 2006; Stratan et al., 2013, and
others).

A number of native researches is devoted to the study of influence of
remittance upon the economy of the Kyrgyz Republic. Thus, the remittance can
influence on macroeconomic situation and financial sector (Mogilevskiy and
Atamanov, 2009), customer behavior of households (Ukueva and Becker, 2010)
and at the same time they are depended upon economic situation in receiving
country (Lukashova and Makenbaeva, 2009) and socio-economic characteristic of
the households, sending the migrants (Atamanov and M. Wander Berg, 2010).

The period of deep economic downfall has been arrived after the break-up of
the Soviet Union and receiving the independence by Kyrgyzstan, due to the

breaking of economic relations, existing in the Soviet times.

The first wave of migratory movements (1990-2005) reached more than 994
thous. persons, among them more than 52% left the country to the permanent place
of residence [2, p.9].

Citizens of European nationality, leaving Kyrgyzstan, have become
migrants, who decided to return to their historical homeland subject to economic
and political reasons. Hastily selling their houses and property the Russians, the
Ukrainians, the Germans and the Tatars moved to their relatives or to absolutely
new places of residence.

The most significant was the migration of the citizens of European
nationality from the South regions of Kyrgyzstan and especially from small
industrial towns, where the industrial sector had been almost completely frozen.

The departure of the Russian-speaking people out of Kyrgyzstan has resulted
in deep negative socio-economic consequences:

e migration of highly-skilled professionals resulted in serious deterioration
of the production potential of the country;

o there is deterioration of staffing quality in industrial, construction,

transport and other sectors of the economy;
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o there is the outflow of brainpower, deterioration of intellectual potential in
science and educational system.

The basic reasons of migration of population in 1990-2005 can include:

1. The desire to return to their historical homeland (consequences of the
break-up of the Soviet Union at the beginning of 1990);

2. Growth of nationalistic moods (the Osh events in 1990 and in 2010,
revolution events on March 24th, 2005 and the 7th of April 2010);

3. Low level of living standard of population. The process of migration
should be considered together with such events as poverty table 1 and
unemployment.

4. Apprehension for their future and future of their children in the result of
conduct of military operations (the Batken events in 1999 and 2000) [3, p.16-17].

Migration in foreign countries takes place generally from regions with high
rate of poverty, table 1.
The second wave includes migrants «shuttles» searching for the luck in

trade. Opening of borders with China and Turkey has set up many ways for
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involvement of our unemployed citizens into the activity due to purchase, transfer
and resale of different goods at the markets of Russia and Kazakhstan. At the
initial stage such kind of trade had been practically unregulated and brought good
income. Many of the migrants — «shuttles» could successfully transfer their trade
from retail to small-scale and large-scale wholesale trade and gained more
sustainable niche at the markets of Middle Asia and Russia. Other migrants
bankrupted or were late and did not find their place at the wholesale market and
worked without extra income, only in order to support their families.

However, in the course of time the shuttle trading have become more
regulated and legal, that significantly narrowed the channels for transportation of
goods by means of shuttle trade and in the result it has become less significant.

The third wave of the foreign migration has been associated with the
economic growth of Russia and Kazakhstan that actively use their natural
resources, increase of needs in man power in these countries and lack of their work
forces.

Therefore the basic niche for our migrants has become construction and
service sphere.

The more increasing number of our citizens starts to receive Russian and

Kazakh citizenship.

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Labor migration has made it possible to improve the welfare of more than
two thirds of migrant households due to cash remittance, sending from abroad.
Migrants create extensive partnership links of suppliers and customers in the trade
sphere. Labor migration have gained valuable business experience, acquired new
methods of work (especially constructors, engineers, workers from factories,
construction, agricultural enterprises, doctors and other employees). They become
familiar with more advance technologies, higher standards of work ethic. The
accumulated experience, knowledge and capital allowed to approximately 12% of
households to start their own business (small hotels, café, repair shops, petrol
stations, shops, studio in sewing of garment and etc.).

The currency earnings from labor migration are significant. The flows of
cash remittance by migrants in Kyrgyzstan exceed the volume of official foreign
financial assistance more than in 2 times and are more efficient instrument in
struggle against poverty of population. The principle of “self-help” is
implemented with their help. Money earned by migrants actively used for payment
of medical services, education that allows interpreting these funds as social
remittance that are of great importance to improvement of human capital. The
remittance has good influence upon balance of payment of Kyrgyzstan making it
possible to decrease deficit due to current operations.

Kyrgyzstan takes the fourth place in the world due to ratio of cash
remittances to GDP. In 2015 the volume of cash remittances is of 31% from GDP
or 1 mird. 344 min. USD. The basic part of remittances is received in Kyrgyzstan
from Russia and Kazakhstan. For references, the revenue part of the annual budget
of Kyrgyzstan in 2015 has been at about 1.9 mlird. USD.? In the result of
migration, new market niches of consumer demands are set up, trading volume
between Kyrgyzstan and receiving countries are increased that contribute to

involvement of the Kyrgyz Republic into global processes.

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Investment resources of the Republic commence to form at the account if
cash remittances of labor migrant and taxes on them, individual savings of
migrants.

The tendency of increasing of migration movement flow of the P.R.C.
citizens into the republic obtains a particular relevance. Subject to the statistical
data of the Kyrgyz Republic, at about 28 thous. of citizen of the PRC have been
registered on the territory of the Kyrgyz Republic in 2014. According to available
updated information and assessments of separate experts, there are more than 40
thous. of Chinese citizens in the republic.

The circumstances above create the following threats for national security of
the Kyrgyz Republic:

- poor coordination of the state bodies in implementation of migration
policy, absence of the unified center for migration processes management;

- further supporting of inequality in development of regions because of
insecurity of labor resources, that undermines the unity of the nation of Kyrgyzstan
and territorial integrity of the Republic;

- the growth of social strain in more successful regions in the result of
inflow of internal migrants;

- considerable increase of loading on infrastructure of specific regions that
may result in technogenic catastrophes;

- population leaving from specific regions, specially border territories;

- strengthening of territorial expansion of the neighboring states;

- The exodus of bound to military service citizens abroad decreases
considerably the mobilization capabilities of the republic in case of large-scale
conflict situations.

The main economic effect of labor migration is the reduction of
unemployment and receipt of cash remittances. In addition the flow of significant
funds to the republic from all the migrant workers who are abroad is the only
source of subsistence. The main objectives of the remittance are support of the

families, coverage of current expenses, payment for the study of the children and
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expenditures for health treatment. The integral sectors of the economy are
developed owing to cash remittances of migrants, such as trade, construction,
transport services, agriculture and etc.

The main positive point of the migration for Kyrgyzstan is in flow of cash
remittances, and the negative point is in “brain exodus”.

The reproductive behavior has been changed within the process of the
migration. Many of the women damage their health in the country of stay.
According to the opinion of the specialists, they are migrant workers who are the
main circulators of HIV-infection in Osh region. The first case of HIV-infection at
migrant worker in Osh region has been registered in 1998. That was the citizen of
Nookat district, who had been working for some period on Kazakhstan. Then the
sharp increase of HIV-infection happened in 2011, at that time 25 persons among
the migrants had been detected as HIV infected, they all arrived from Russia. In
2014 there have been already 32 infected persons among the migrants. The highest
percentage of people among the HIV-infected is at the people at the age of 20-29
years and 30-39 years. On May 01, 2014, there have been registered 889 HIV-
infected persons in Osh and 1019 HIV-infected persons in Osh region. These are
the highest indices all over the country.

One more problem is the increase of population of pension age, students,
schoolchildren that is the category of population that are not involved in active
labor activity and therefore the burden to social (pension fund) fund has been
increasing. The labor migration has a negative impact on marriage and family
relations. Many migrant men conclude civil marriages with local resident-women
in the country of stay, thereby subjected their families, leaving in the homeland,
serious psychological trauma. In the result of long-term absence of parental
guidance there is a destruction of family values and traditions, growth in number of
street children, growth of child criminality.

Formation and development of institutional mechanism in the sphere of
migration policy of Kyrgyzstan within the period of independence is characterized

with instability and incoherence. As seen from the table 1, the management of
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migration processes has been transferred from one authority to the other for many

years.

Recommendations for improvement of migration policy of Kyrgyzstan:

e Adoption of the long-tern national strategy in the sphere of foreign labor

migration in order to improve employment and immigration policy of the

state;
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e To develop package of social benefits and guarantees for the young
specialist, starting to work in countryside and border territories;

e To issue loans and interest-free credits for housing construction and
reclamation of croplands;

e To pay special attention to construction of bypass roads along the borders
for the purpose of creation of the required infrastructure for citizens in
border areas;

e To develop urbanization, especially in small towns, in order to establish new
centers for attraction of villagers.

As can be seen from the above, the primary causes of the labor migration are
connected with the socio-economic, political and ethnic factors; absence of
economic resources in the region and fieldwork; lack of development of social and
domestic infrastructure; housing problems. Migration policy of Kyrgyzstan must
include elements of scientific analysis of experience, conjuncture at the
international labor market in order to find preferable segments of this market for

implementation of competitive advantages of work force from Kyrgyzstan.

indicators.Every government tries to initiate and motivate entrepreneurs to become export
oriented.

Small and medium sized enterprises (SME) are an important part of
economic growth and development not only for developed economies but for
emerging countries too. During the last decades, the study of SMEs in
international business has been the topic of increasing research interest. But
advanced industrialized countries get more research interest than emerging
countries. For example, the previous literature about the determinants of export
performance with 44 out of the 124 reviewed studies was being focused on the
developing economies [1].Jieke Chen Carlos M.P., Sousa Xinming He find that
only five studies consider African countries (i.e. Ghana, Nigeria, and Zimbabwe)
19 studies are about China, because it has become one of the largest economies
and the biggest exporter in the world [2] and other emerging countries [3].
However, not much research has been carried out on Central Asia.

Export is one of the main strategies of SMEs internationalization [4]. It is
considered as an extremely important economic activity for the success of firms,
and export is a strategy for entering foreign markets, which helps to increase sales
and improve financial performance [5].Export is often considered as one of the
first steps towards the development of the large-scale international operations [6].
It is necessary to export for having a positive impact on the national quantity of
currency reserves, increasing of national prosperity, and for contributing to the
expansion of domestic industry, and to the improvement of productivity and
employment [7]. So, every government tries to initiate and motivate entrepreneurs
to become export oriented. The Kyrgyz government has initiated export support
programs designed to facilitate the export efforts of Kyrgyz-based firms. Region
administrations and the private sector also provide some export assistance

according to regional needs. But in reality, not all SMEs decide to be export
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oriented firms, for example, according to national statistic committee of
Kyrgyzstan, there are 14027 SMEs, but only 159 % of SMEs had export
operations in 2015.

But at the same time, SMEs have more benefits from export than
governments confirmed by many studies in the international business. Export
offers company an access to new markets with relatively low costs and
investments, providing the opportunity to gain valuable international experience
[8]. Acquired contacts, knowledge and skills can be effectively used by the
company in domestic market too. In addition, they can provide new opportunities
for export [9].Export activity helps to improve the quality of the products and
services that can be cause of the innovation [10]. The internationalization
strengthens the company's reputation, as many customers are considering the
international activities as a sign ofgoods’ and services’ good quality offered by
the enterprises [11]. The internationalization can help with the productivity’s
improvement [10] and decreasing costs [12], as the company has opportunity to
get additional benefits from differences in tariffs, prices, currency rate, etc.
between countries. And it is essential that participation in international activities
allows small and medium enterprises to spread risks across countries [13] and
reduce dependence on a single domestic market [14], which increases their
chances of survival and successful development.

However, SMEs do not often initiate export even with advantages, so the
removal of internal and external barriers is not a sufficient approach to stimulating
export activities [15]. Allesandri and Patti (2014) suggest that managerial
motivation is an essential element in organizational investment in new business
behaviors and activities. Johanson and Valne (1977) consider the export initiation
as an outcome of phased process where the managerial motivation is the planned
export activities. A review of the export marketing field identifies several streams
of research that have been pursued: the motives underlying the firms’ initial or
ongoing export involvement [16]; the problems that companies experience in

establishing and developing export activities [17]; the export development process
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of the firm [18]; the organisational and managerial factors influencing export
behaviour [19]. Many scholars have repeatedly stressed the role of managerial,
organizational, and environmental factors in facilitating or inhibiting the
exploration of the possibility of engaging in export operations (Leonidou, 2003)
With regard to managerial factors, there are different researches’ points of view
about the role of managers in export initiating. Leonidou et al., (1998) have
shown that companies with a cosmopolitan, multilingual and educated
management are very likely to be favorably predisposed against exports, but
exports are more likely to be initiated by firms run by managers who are risk-
taking, innovative and flexible. Some researchers focused on managerial attitude
and perceptions about initiating exporting [20], managers’ knowledge and
capabilities (Hadley and Wilson 2003) international experience of managers [21].
Axinn (1998) suggests that a positive attitude toward exporting was related to the
export development process in manufacturing firms. Javalagi, Griffith and White
(2003) confirm these results for service firms.

Hence, the decision-making process in small and medium-sized businesses
is significantly different from similar processes in big companies, because the
solution is accepted by owner / manager. It allows to solve emerging challenges
more quickly, but it also makes the company more dependent on one person (or
management team) and subjective evaluation of current trends [22]. In big
companies, the decision-making process takes much more time and depends on
the existing organizational hierarchy. On the one hand, it makes them less
flexible, but, on the other hand, allows accepting a “weighted” solution. The
ability to be proactive, to see opportunities and plan ahead depends on the role of
entrepreneur. In SMEs, the entrepreneur plays the main role in decision making
process, therefore the export initiating is connected with personal desire of the
need to implement this step. We guess that for SMEs managerial factors are more
important in preparing the ground for initiating export than for big companies

because the SME owner is the key person who accepts the decision [23].
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Accordingly, if we want to have a high level of export performance we need
export oriented SME owners/managers for initiating export.

Wood et al. (2015) finds three gaps concerning managerial motivation to
export in literature. “First, there is ambiguity about relationship between pre-
exporting altitudes and the motivation to begin exporting. Second, there is no
clear theoretical foundation explaining why motivated management leads to
improved performance in the export context. Finally, there is paucity of empirical
evidence showing that motivated managers actually move a non-exporting firm to
an exporting firm.”

We want to consider these questions using the motivation and expectancy
theories as “motivation theory and expectancy theory are important paradigm to
consider when examining the initiation of export activity” [24].

The term “motivation” is derived from the Latin word “movere”, meaning
“to move” [25]. It is the process that arouses, energizes, directs and sustains
behavior and performance [26]. The process of stimulating people to perform and
achieve a desired task we call “motivation”. Saul W. Gellerman, in his book
Motivation in the Real World, defines motivation as the art of helping people to
focus their minds and energies on doing their work as effectively as possible.
From a motivational point of view, a firm is seen as the vehicle by which the
person’s motivation can help to achieve company’s goals [27]. In this regard,
governance-based theories of the firm (such as Transaction Cost Economics and
Agency Theory) and competence-based theories of the firm consider the
motivation as driver. Governance-based theories focus more on the reward-based
external motivation, while competence-based theories suggest intrinsic
motivation.

People are usually motivated by a combination of factors. “Two Factors
Theory” of Herzberg (1964) labelled the factors that produce satisfaction as
“motivators” and the factors that produce dissatisfaction as “hygiene factors”.
“Motivators” include: achievement, recognition, the work itself, responsibility

and advancement. McClelland (1985) suggest three main motives — power,
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affiliation and achievement [28]. Maslow’s (1943):theory is about human’s
desires and needs (they always want and they want more.), and therefore, a
satisfied need is not a motivator of behavior.

There is the hierarchy of importance and each importance has its own level.
He suggested five categories of human needs, namely physiological, safety, social
(sense of belonging), self-esteem and self-realization needs. The theory
hypothesizes that once a need of inferior rank is satisfied (such as food, clothing,
etc.), the next level need becomes dominant, and the person gets motivated to
accomplish this higher rank need. According to this theory, only an unsatisfied
need could motivate behavior, with the dominant need being the primary factor
for motivation. Thus, the present study contributes to the limited platform of
knowledge in this area, by investigating initiation of export activity and
managerial motivation and expectation by Maslow’s theory. We guess that
Maslow’s hierarchy of importance can explain why some SME owners decide to
export or not. As we know every human strives to satisfy his needs according to
Maslow. So, if we take this theory according SME where there is one
owner/manager who accepts decision, promotes the idea in the organization,
establishes contacts and communication links with customers from different
cultural environments, etc. If we look at hierarchy of importance the SME owner
should satisfy every level of needs. As soon as entrepreneur satisfies his
physiological, safety, social necessities, he will need to reach the next level of
importance: self-esteem and self-realization needs. If owner/manager is
unsatisfied, according to Maslow, a human is motivated to accomplish the next
level of needs. For SME owner, the next step can be initiating export because it
satisfies either self-esteem and self-realization needs. Clare E. Griffin, of the
University of Michigan, suggests that for some owners under some circumstances,
these underlying desires provide the impetus to profit seeking. For other owners,
or under other circumstances, these desires may be satisfied by other economic
means or by non-economic means. For example, quite often, SMEs are starting

international activities, not to obtain additional financial bonuses, for new or
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additional knowledge about foreign markets, competitors, customers, suppliers
and even in order learn better about their competitors in domestic country which
they have not faced before starting the internationalization process and it gives
opportunities to identify their competitive advantage and optimize their
internationalization strategy [29].

So, SME export initiation and the role of managerial expectations and
motivation is important part of internationalization process. Before doing business
abroad we need think how we may motivate SME owners to initiate export

activities. This gap is needed to be researched, especially in Central Asia.
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
